Executive Order of August 5, 2019 
Blocking Property of the Government of Venezuela 

GENERAL LICENSE NO. 30 

Authorizing Certain Transactions Involving the 
Government of Venezuela Necessary to Port and Airport Operations 

( a) Except as provided in paragraph (b) of this general license, all transactions and 
activities involving the Government of Venezuela prohibited by Executive Order (E.O.) of 
August 5, 2019 that are ordinarily incident and necessary to operations or use of ports and 
airports in Venezuela are authorized. 

(b) This general license does not authorize: 

(1) Any transactions or dealings related to the exportation or reexportation of diluents, 
directly or indirectly, to Venezuela; or 

(2) Any transactions or dealings otherwise prohibited by E.O. of August 5, 2019, or E.O. 
13850 of November 1, 2018, E.O. 13835 of May 21, 2018, E.O. 13827 of March 19, 2018, E.O. 
13808 of August 24, 2017, or E.O. 13692 of March 8, 2015, each as amended by E.O. 13857 of 
January 25, 2019, or any part of 31 C.F.R. chapter V, or any transactions or dealings with any 
blocked person other than the Government of Venezuela persons described in paragraph (a) of 
this general license. 

Note to General License No. 30: Nothing in this general license relieves any exporter 
from compliance with the requirements of other Federal agencies, including the Department of 
Commerce's Bureau of Industry and Security.
